FACTS OF THE ASE

That the Petitioner submits that he and his second wife, Mallika, had
been working as sanitation workers at Dharmasthala for several years
from 1980 till 2014 under Dharmasthala Village Panchayath and temple
authorities. That the Petitioner submits that during the year 2014 he
returned to his native village, Chikkaballi, Keragodu Hobli, Mandya
Taluk, and started to reside there for approximately one and a half
years. As he had no source of income and found it difficult to sustain
himself financially. That the Petitioner submits that during the year
2023-24, his elder sister, Ratna, called him and informed that
employment was available at Ujire Grama Panchayat and requested
him to come there for work. Accordingly, the Petitioner undertook work
relating to garbage collection and disposal within the jurisdiction of
Ujire Grama Panchayat. While so employed, one day, when he was
working within the Panchayat limits, one Vittal Gowda arrived in a jeep
carrying a photograph of Soujanya. Tﬁat the Petitioner submits that
upon reaching the residence of Mahesh Shetty Timarodi, a person by
name Ganesh took photographs of the Petitioner, his sister and his wife.
Thereafter, Vittal Gowda encouraged and instructed the Petitioner to
tell Mahesh Shetty Timarodi that numerous dead bodies had been
cremated at Dharmasthala and that thousands of dead bodies were
present there. Vittal Gowda further compelled the Petitioner to make
statements regarding the managers of the information office at
Dharmasthala. When the Petitioner was leaving the residence of
Mahesh Shetty Timarodi, the latter attempted to hand over to him a
bundle of currency notes of Rs.500/- denomination, which the
Petitioner refused to accept. Subsequently, Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi

obtained the Petitioner’s mobile phone number.

That the Petitioner submits that, thereafter the petitioner returned to
Sathyamangalam, Tamil Nadu. Approximately six months later,
Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi called Petitioner and instructed him to come
to Mandya, stating that he would introduce him to persons who had
allegedly planted bombs at Vidhana Soudha. Mahesh Shetty also
transferred a sum of Rs. 5,000 to the bank account of the Petitioner's
wife. The Petitioner accordingly visited Mandya, where Mahesh Shetty
Thimarodi, Girish Mattannavar, Vittal Gowda, Ganesh and two other
persons were present. Girish Mattannavar questioned the Petitioner
regarding the places where dead bodies were allegedly buried at
Dharmasthala. Thereafter, Vittal Gowda repeatedly requested the
Petitioner to identify locations at Bangle Gudda and near Vittal Gowda's
office where dead bodies were allegedly buried. When the Petitioner
enquired as to the purpose of such requests, Mahesh Shetty Timarodi
reprimanded him and instructed him not to question them but merely
to comply with their directions. The Petitioner submits that thereafter
he was taken to the office of Advocate K. V. Dhananjaya, Upon viewing
its contents, the Petitioner saw his own photographs displayed on the

screen, causing him considerable shock and anxiety.

That the Petitioner submits that after another fifteen days, Girish
Mattannavar called him and insisted him to return to Bengaluru. A sum
of Rs.5,000 was transferred to the bank account of the Petitioner's wife.
The Petitioner was instructed to come to the Satellite Bus Stand and was
thereafter directed to proceed to Lalith Mahal. Upon his arrival, he
found Girish Mattannavar and an elderly lady named Sujatha Bhat
present there, the Petitioner accompanied Sujatha Bhat to the airport.
Thereafter, all of them travelled from Bengaluru Airport to Delhi. In the
meantime, Jayanth had travelled by train carrying the skull and had also
reached Delhi. On the following day, they were taken near the Hon’ble
Supreme Court of India and were instructed to move around the area.

The Petitioner was neither informed about the purpose for which his
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signatures were being obtained nor about the nature of the proceedings.
Subsequently, a Writ Petition .bearing W.P. No. 184/2025 was filed
before the Hon'ble Supreme Court and said petition came to be

dismissed.

That the Petitioner submits that Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi and Girish
Mattannavar assured him that they would provide him with a cheque
for Rs.5,00,000, which could be used for constructing a house. In
consideration thereof, they instructed him to make statements as
dictated by them before the YouTube channel “Detex Chandru.”
Accordingly, videos were recorded. That the Petitioner submits that
preparations were thereafter made to produce him before a Court for
recording of his statement. Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi and Girish
Mattannavar threatened him that he must depose before the Court
exactly as instructed by Advocate Dhananjaya and warned him that, if
he failed to do so, he would be killed and buried at the same plﬁce. The
Court thereupon directed the police to remove the advocates from the
courtroom. The Petitioner states that, owing to the threats administered
by Mahesh Shetty Timarodi, Girish Mattannavar and the legal team of
Advocate Dhananjaya, he proceeded to make before the Court the

statement that had been dictated to him.

That the Prakash Raj spoke to him in Tamil and told him that he
should state before authorities whatever Girish Mattannavar had
instructed him to state and that he would come on the 29t and embrace
him. The Petitioner further states that Girish Mattannavar and Jayanth
discussed matters with other persons and spoke about the alleged rape
of several women in Kerala and the possibility of seeking the
constitution of a Special Investigation Team (SIT) by the Kerala
Government. Upon learning that the Government of Karnataka had
constituted an SIT, for which they celebrated and expressed happiness,

stating that the time has come to send Veerendra Heggade to prison.
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That the Petitioner submits that Girish Mattannavar thereafter
brought him back to the residence of Mahesh Shetty Timarodi.
Subsequently, the Petitioner was summoned to Mangaluru, where
officers of the Special Investigation Team (SIT) interrogated the
-peti'tioner. The Petitioner submits that Girish Mattannavar thereafter
trained the petitioner until approximately 2:00 a.m. regarding the
statements he was expected to make. Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi
instructed the Petitioner to identify Jocations at Bangle Gudda where
large trees existed and to cause the Government to expend funds by
conducting excavations there. The Petitioner further states that Mahesh
Shetty Thimarodi informed the petitioner that the Plan budget
approximately Rs.200 crores and promised him Rs.50 lakhs if he
cooperated in ensuring that Veerendra Heggade would be sent to
prison.

That the Petitioner submits that a learned Assistant Commissioner
(AC) observed that merely identifying bones lying on the surface of the
ground would be of no use and that it would be useful only if skeletal
remains buried beneath the ground were identified. The Petitioner
further states that on one occasion, while at the residence of Mahesh
Shetty Thimarodi, one Purandara, stated to be a relative of Soujanya,
and one Babu Gowda arrived and instructed him not to direct
excavation at the Thirteen spot, as heavy rains would have washed
away any remains there. They instructed him to indicate another
location further ahead. That the Petitioner submits that thereafter
Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi, Girish Mattaimavar, Vittal Gowda, Jayanth,
Sameer M.D., Ajay Anchan of Kudla Ram Page, and Dinesh of D-Talks
repeatedly instructed him that whenever officers of the SIT approached
him, he should identify locations where they claimed dead bodies had
been buried. The Petitioner states that they threatened to have his wife
killed if he failed to identify such locations. Acting under fear and
coercion, the Petitioner pointed out various places to the police.

However, no dead bodies or skeletal remains were found at such



locations. Thereafter, the Petitioner was taken back to the residence of
Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi, where Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi abused
him in filthy language and accused him of identifying incorrect
locations. The Petitioner further submits that Girish Mattannavar
assaulted him by striking his head against a wall and causing injuries,
Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi knelt on the Petitioner's back, threatened to
break his bones if he did not comply, and expressed anger that, despite
relying upon the Petitioner, they were unable to secure the
imprisonment of the Dharmadhikari of Dharmasthala., The Petitioner
further submits that caste-based abuses were directed against him.
However, Girish Mattannavar and his .associates prevented him from
doing so and assaulted him, stating that if he died there would be no
one left to give the false evidence they required. The Petitioner states
that he thereafter informed the SIT officers about the conspiracy
involving Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi, Girish Mattannavar, Vittal
Gowda, Jayanth, Ajay Anchan of Kudla Rampage, Sameer M.D., and
others against Dharmasthala. Subsequently, the SIT officers produced
the Petitioner before the jurisdictional Court for recording of his
statement.

That the Petitioner submits that before the learned Court he disclosed
the conspiracy hatched by the aforesaid persons against the
Dharmasthala Temple and against Shri Veerendra Heggade, and
further disclosed the manner in which he had been exploited and
misused. Thereafter, the learned Court remanded the Petitioner to
judicial custody. The Petitioner states that an FIR was registered against
him and that he was remanded to judicial custody in case was registered
as Crime No. 39/2025.

That the Petitioner submits that .thereafter the learned Court
appointed a lawyer through the District Legal Services Authority
(DLSA) to represent him. The said advocate visited the Petitioner at the
Central Prison, Shivamogga and after ascertaining the facts, filed a

regular bail application before the Court of the learned Principle District
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and Sessions Judge, Dakshina Kannada, Mangaluru. The said bail
petition was registered as Criminal Miscellaneous No. 1074/2025. That
the Petitioner submits that after being released on bail on 18.12.2025 he
lodged a complaint at the Dharmasthala Police Station against Mahesh
Shefty Timarodi, Girish Mattannavar, Jayanth, Vittal Gowda, Sameer
M.D., and their associates. However, the Station House Officer of
Dharmasthala Police Station did not initiate any legal action and merely
registered the complaint as Petition No. 379/PTN/DSP/2025 vide
Annexure-D.

That the Petitioner submits that he informed the Chairman of the
Special Investigation Team about the alleged conspiracy orchestrated by
the aforesaid persons. Reposing trust and confidence in the officers of
SIT, the Petitioner disclosed all relevant facts before them. At this point
of time .it is relevant to state that out of curiosity, the petitioner asked
Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi and Girish Mattannavar about their source of
income to conduct this frivolous litigation. It is further submitted that
initially, they were reluctant to discuss about the same and even they
did not inform the source. However, later on when they realized that
the petitioner would give statement against Shree Kshethra
Dharmasthala, Dr. D. Veerandra Heggade and his family members they
disclosed that their receiving funds frorﬁ Kerala and their major source
of income is from one Smt. Rama Nagaraj from Chitradurga.
Subsequently, the petitioner came to know that Girish Mattannavar and
Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi are regular contact with the said Smt. Rama
Nagaraj and she used to send funds to them so as to bring disturbance
to the sanctity of Shree Kshethra Dharmasthala.

That the Petitioner submits that, as the SIT has not yet filed any final
report, he presently remains the sole accused person in Crime No.
39/2025. That this gives raise to the doubtful circumstances involved in
the matter. Inspite of lapse of more than 9 months, no action is taken
against other persons in the said matter except the petitioner. Though

the issue has been transferred for investigation to Special Investigation



Team (SIT) in the year 2025 and the bail order came to be passed on
18.12.2025 i.,e statutory bail. The Special Investigation Team (SIT) has
not completed its investigation and filed their final report. On perusal
of the order sheet maintained in Crime No. 39/2025 clearly shows that
the trial court has posted the matter for Awaiting final report. In the
meantime, the Special Investigation Team (SIT) filed Preliminary
Enquiry Report wherein they have shown other five persons as a
conspirators and arrayed them as accused. Though they have named
aforesaid persons as conspirators, there is no action has been taken
against them. Further, there is no separate crime case has been
registered against them for having played fraud on the court and having
caused loss to the State Exchequer through the process of law. Non-
completion of the investigation and non-taking of action against those
persons named in the preliminary enquiry report is nothing but failure
on the part of Special Investigation Team (SIT) to discharge their
statutory duties casted upon them. Due to non-completion of the
investigation, the petitioner and his family members are made to suffer
without any justification. This clearly shows the high handed collusions
in the matter, which requires to be interfered by this Hon'ble Court,
Being aggrieved by the inaction on the part of the Respondent No.3
pursuant to Annexures-A to D, the petitioner has filed the instant Writ
Petition on the following grounds amongst other grounds to be urged

at the time of hearing of this Writ Petition.

MEMORANDUM OF WRIT PETITION UNDER ARTICLE 227 OF
THE CONSTITUTION OF INDIA

The Petitioner named above begs to submit as follows:-
1. In this Writ Petition, the Petitioner has sought for writ of mandamus,
directing the Respondents No.3 to file a final report in Crime

No0.39/2025 Dharmasthala Police Station, and Respondent No.4 to



consider the complaint dated 18.12.2025 in accordance with law.
Copies of the complaint, FIR in Crime No0.39/2025, Preliminary
report filed in Crime No0.39/2025 of Dharmasthala Police Station and
the Complaint dated 18.12.2025 are produced herewith and same is
marked as ANNEXURES-A to D. Apart from seeking the aforesaid
reliefs, the Petitioner has also sought for certain other reliefs which

are ancillary to the main relief.

FACTS OF THE CASE

. The Petitioner submits that he and his second wife, Mallika, had been
working as sanitation workers at Dharmasthala for several years
from 1980 till 2014 under Dharmasthala Village Panchayath and
temple authorities. On certain occasions, the Petitioner used to visit
his native village, Chikkaballi, Keragodu Hobli, Mandya District.
The Petitioner belongs to the Scheduled Caste community, Sub Caste
Adi Dravida.

. The Petitioner submits that during the year 2014 he returned to his
native village, Chikkaballi, Keragodu Hobli, Mandya Taluk, and
started to reside there for approximately one and a half years. As he
had no source of income and found it difficult to sustain himself
financially, he thereafter moved to his ancestral place at Chikkarasan
Palya, Mudu Colony, Sathyamangalam, Tamil Nadu, where he
resided for about ten years and was employed in a garment factory

known as K.P.R Mill.

. The Petitioner submits thét during the year 2023-24, his elder sister,
Ratna, called him and informed that employment was available at
Ujire Grama Panchayat and requested him to come there for work.
Accordingly, the Petitioner undertook work relating to garbage
collection and disposal within the jurisdiction of Ujire Grama
Panchayat. While so employed, one day, when he was working

within the Panchayat limits, one Vittal Gowda arrived in a jeep
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carrying a photograph of Soujanya. On seeing the Petitioner, Vittal
Gowda asked whether he was Chennayya and enquired as to what
work he was doing there. Vittal Gowda further asked whether he had
previously worked at Dharmasthala, to which the Petitioner replied
in the affirmative. Thereafter, Vittal Gowda informed the Petitioner
that there was some work to be done and requested him to
accompany him to the residence of Mahesh Shetty Timarodi. Vittal
Gowda also brought along with Petitioner's sister Ratna and his wife

Mallika and introduced them to Mahesh Shetty Timarodi.

. The Petitioner submits that upon reaching the residence of Mahesh
Shetty Timarodi, a person by name Ganesh took photographs of the
Petitioner, his sister and his wife. Thereafter, Vittal Gowda
encouraged and instructed the Petitioner to tell Mahesh Shetty
Timarodi that numerous dead bodies had been cremated at
Dharmasthala and that thousands of dead bodies were present there.
Vittal Gowda further compelled the Petitioner to make statements
regarding the managers of the information office at Dharmasthala.
When the Petitioner was leaving the residence of Mahesh Shetty
Timarodi, the latter attempted to hand over to him a bundle of
currency notes of Rs.500/- denomination, which the Petitioner
refused to accept. Subsequently, Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi obtained

the Petitioner’s mobile phone number.

. The Petitioner submits that, thereafter the petitioner returned to
Sathyamangalam, Tamil Nadu. Approximately six months later,
Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi called Petitioner and instructed him to
come to Mandya, stating that he would introduce him to persons
who had allegedly planted bombs at Vidhana Soudha. Mahesh
Shetty also transferred a sum of Rs. 5,000 to the bank account of the
Petitioner's wife. The Petitioner accordingly visited Mandya, where
Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi, Girish Mattannavar, Vittal Gowda,

Ganesh and two other persons were present. Girish Mattannavar
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questioned the Petitioner regarding the places where dead bodies
were allegedly buried at Dharmasthala. Thereafter, Vittal Gowda
repeatedly requested the Petitioner to identify locations at Bangle
Gudda and near Vittal Gowda's office where dead bodies were
allegedly buried. When the Petitioner enquired as to the purpose of
such requests, Mahesh Shetty Timarodi reprimanded him and
instructed him not to question them but merely to comply with their

directions.

. The Petitioner submits that Girish Mattannavar took him to Resort at
Sringeri, showed him approximately eleven acres of land owned by
him and kept him there for two days. When the Petitioner insisted
upon returning home, he was taken to the Sringeri Temple, where he
was asked to offer prayers. Thereafter, Girish Mattannavar gave him
Rs.2,000 and put him on a bus bound for Coimbatore, Tamil Nadu,

while Girish Mattannavar himself proceeded to Bengaluru.

. The Petitioner submits that after some time Girish Mattannavar,
along with his driver, took him to Kanathur Temple in Kerala, where
he was introduced to a YouTuber named Aditya Kiran. The -
Petitioner was shown the Bhagavathi Amman Temple and informed
that they had protection there and that he could stay overnight.
Thereafter, they travelled to Kérmur, Kerala, where Girish
Mattannavar showed the Petitioner a large boat allegedly named
after his daughter Sindhoora. Subsequently, the Petitioner was given

Rs.2,000 and sent to Coimbatore, Tamil Nadu.

. The Petitioner submits that after approximately fifteen days, Mahesh
Shetty Timarodi called him and informed that Rs.15,000 had been
deposited and instructed the petitioner to come to Satellite Bus
Stand, Bengaluru, where a person would be waiting for petitioner.
Accordingly, the Petitioner went to the Satellite Bus Stand and

accompanied one Jayanth on a motorcycle to Jayanth's residence. The
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Petitioner was directed to narrate certain facts as instructed by
Jayanth, and Jayanth's daughter recorded the same on video. When
the Petitioner questioned the necessity of recording the video,
Jayanth replied that, in the event of danger, the video would be
handed over to a person named Rajesh. Jayanth further informed the
Petitioner that Mahesh Shetty Timarodi used to stay at his residence
whenever he visited Bengaluru. Jayanth then took the Petitioner to
the first floor of his house, brought a box, spread an Ayyappa Swamy
towel on the floor and placed upon it a human skull, some soil and a
half-filled bottle of water. Jayanth instructed the Petitioner to hold
the skull and certain writings in his hand. The Petitioner became
frightened. At that time, Girish Mattannavar called him and
instructed him to do as Jayanth directed. The Petitioner bent forward
in a manner appearing to touch the skull, whereupon Jayanth took

photographs of the petitioner.

10.The Petitioner submits that thereafter he was taken to the office of
Advocate K. V. Dhananjaya, where another advocate, Ojaswi
Gowda, was present. Jayanth handed over a pen drive to Ojaswi
Gowda, who inserted it into a computer. Upon viewing its contents,
the Petitioner saw his own photographs displayed on the screen,
causing him considerable shock and anxiety. Thereafter, Girish
Mattannavar also arrived at the office. Subsequently, Girish
Mattannavar accommodated the Petitioner in a lodge near his
residence and provided him with Rs.5,000 before sending him back

home.

11.The Petitioner submits that after another fifteen days, Girish
Mattannavar called him and insisted him to return to Bengaluru. A
sum of Rs.5000 was transferred to the bank account of the
Petitioner's wife. The Petitioner was instructed to come to the

Satellite Bus Stand and was thereafter directed to proceed to Lalith
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Mabhal. Upon his arrival, he found Girish Mattannavar and an elderly

lady named Sujatha Bhat present there.

12.The Petitioner submits that Girish Mattannavar and one Sujatha Bhat
were staying at a lodge near Thindlu. At about 5:30 a.m. on the
morning, the Petitioner accompanied Sujatha Bhat to the airport.
Until they reached the airport, neither the Petitioner nor Sujatha Bhat
was aware of their destination. Thereafter, all of them travelled from
Bengaluru Airport to Delhi. In the meantime, Jayanth had travelled
by train carrying the skull and had also reached Delhi. Upon
reaching Delhi, they stayed at a temple situated above a market area.
On the following day, they were taken near the Hon’ble Supreme
Court of India and were instructed to move around the area.
Thereafter, they were directed to sit in front of CCTV cameras and
were later taken back to their room. On the next day, the Petitioner
and Sujatha Bhat were taken to a lodge at Shangrila, where members
of Advocate K.V, Dhananjaya’s legal team arrived. When Girish
Mattannavar discussed the issue rélating to the skull, Advocate
Dhananjaya reportedly stated that if such a skull were taken before
the Hor'ble Judges of the Supreme Court, they would ridicule and
reject such an act. He further stated that the issue relating to the skull

should instead be pursued at Belthangady.

13.The Petitioner submits that, while in Delhi, members of Advocate
K.V. Dhananjaya’s legal team obtained certain signatures from the
petitioner. The Petitioner was neither informed about the purpose for
which his signatures were being obtained nor about the nature of the
proceedings. Subsequently, a Writ Petition bearing W.P. No.
184/2025 was filed before the Hon'ble Supreme Court and said
petition came to be dismissed. Copy of order passed in
W.P.No.184/2025 is produced herewith and same is marked as
ANNEXURE-E. The Petitioner states that he was never informed of

the subject matter of the writ petition, nor he was not aware of the
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contents thereof. Thereafter, all of them returned to Bengaluru. On
the following day, the Petitioner was taken to the office of Advocate
K.V. Dhananjaya, where certain matters were explained to the

petitioner.

14.The Petitioner submits that after about ten to twenty days, Mahesh
Shetty Timarodi telephoned him and requested him to come to Ujire,
stating that there was “God’s work” to be done. The Petitioner stayed
at Mahesh Shetty Timarodi's residence and performed work
connected with a temple for about five days. Thereafter, a person
named Ganesh configured the Petitioner’s mobile phone in such a
manner that incoming calls to the Petitioner would also appear on
Ganesh’s computer. At times, the Petitioner’s mobile network was
disrupted. All along when the petitioner was staying at the residence
of Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi, his daughter namely Panchami Shetty
used to record every moves and steps of the petitioner so as to keep
eye on him. The Petitioner was also prevented from communicating
freely with others and was subjected to directions and restrictions.
On one occasion, when the Petitioner spoke to his wife, she informed
him that the House owner was creating serious problems and
demanding that they vacate the premises. Ganesh then instructed the
Petitioner to send the rental agreemént to him through WhatsApp.
Thereafter, Girish Mattannavar informed the Petitioner that he
would speak to a person named John from Tamil Nadu and that such

person would resolve the Petitioner’s difficulties.

15.The Petitioner submits that he was confined in a room at the
residence of Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi. During the nights, Girish
Mattannavar allegedly slept on the bed while the Petitioner was
made to sleep on the floor. A person named Pradeep was assigned to
guard the Petitioner to ensure that he did not escape. The Petitioner
was required to massage the head and legs of Girish Mattannavar

during the evenings and was similarly required to massage Mahesh



Shetty Thimarodi. Every morning, for approximately one hour, the
Petitioner was required to massage Girish Mattannavar’s legs. The
Petitioner was also required to serve tea to Girish Mattannavar,
which was prepared by Mahesh Shetty Timarodi’s wife. In addition,
the Petitioner was made to work on agricultural land belonging to
Mahesh Shetty Timarodi. Subsequently, a YouTuber known as Ajay
of the “Kudla Ram Page” channel recorded approximately 30 to 35
videos of the Petitioner. The Petitioner was threatened and instructed
to make statements exactly as dictated by Girish Mattannavar.
Fearing for his life, he complied with such instructions. During the
same period, another individual by name Sameer M.D, who is also
aid and associate of Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi and Girish

Mattannavar also recorded videos of the Petitioner.

16.The Petitioner submits that Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi and Girish
Mattannavar assured him that they would provide him with a
cheque for Rs.5,00,000, which could be used for constructing a house.
In consideration thereof, they instructed him to make statements as
dictated by them before the YouTube channel “Detex Chandru.”
Accordingly, videos were recorded. The Petitioner further states that
his mobile phone was often seized, and he was prevented from

speaking with his wife.

17.The Petitioner submits that on one occasion, Girish Mattannavar and
Mahesh Shetty Timarodi took him in a vehicle through Moodbidri
Road to an Ashrama. At the Ashrama, a flower was consecrated
through rituals and handed to him. The Ashram of the swamiji is
located at Mulki and name of said person is Chandrashekara
Swamiji. Thereafter, they allegedly contacted senior officials in
Bengaluru and informed them that the Petitioner had lodged a
complaint, requesting that the complaint be accepted and that
influence be exerted over the Superintendent of Police at Mangaluru.

Subsequently, Girish Mattannavar, Jayanth, Sameer M.D., and
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YouTuber Ajay informed the Petitioner that they would take him to
the office of the Superintendent of Police, Mangaluru. Instead, he
was lodged in a room on the first floor of a lodge known as Canara
Club, Mangaluru. Advocate Sachin Deshpande thereafter arrived
and obtained five or six signatures from the Petitioner. Subsequently,
Advocate K.V, Dhananjaya arrived, whereupon the Petitioner fell at
his feet and pleaded for protection. Advocate Dhananjaya told him
not to fear and stated that, at the end of the complaint, he would
include the names of persons who had allegedly threatened the
Petitioner and provide the same to his advocate. He further stated
that, even if the Petitioner were killed, nothing would happen, and
that those wishing to silence the matter would have to kill
Dhananjaya first, which would not be easy. Thereafter, Girish
Mattannavar, Pradeep, Sameer M.D and Abhishek took the
Petitioner to Bengaluru. Advocate Dhananjaya told the Petitioner
that they were risking their lives in the matter and warned him that
if he disclosed any information to anyone, he would face
imprisonment for life. Thereafter, for three days at the office of
Advocate K.V. Dhananjaya, an advocate named Dheeraj trained the
Petitioner by writing on a board and instructing him regarding the
exact statements he was expected to make before a judicial officer.
Subsequently, Advocate Dhananjaya took the Petitioner near his
rharriage hall, arranged three chairs, instructed the Petitioner to place
his hand on Girish Mattannavar’s head as though restraining him,
and then placed his own hand on the Petitioner’s head in the manner
of a firearm. The Petitioner was made to enact a scene portraying him
as having shot Girish Mattannavar, Advocate Dhananjaya explained
that such a portrayal would result in punishment for the person
issuing threats, whereas if the Petitioner stated that Veerendra
Heggade had committed rape and caused bodies to be buried,
punishment would fall upon Veerendra Heggade rather than upon

the Petitioner.



18.The Petitioner submits that thereafter he along with Sameer M.D.,
Jayanth, Abhishek, Girish Mattannavar, Pradeep and Ananya
Gowda, travelled by car from Bengaluru to the residence of Mahesh
Shetty Timarodi. On the following day, advocates Sachin
Deshpande, Ojaswi Gowda, Dheeraj and Vishwas, who were
members of Advocate K.V. Dhananjaya’s legal team, arrived and
trained the Petitioner using a computer regarding the manner in
which he should depose before .the Court. Thereafter, Girish
Mattannavar and Mahesh Shetty Timarodi took the Petitioner to a
bedroom, pulled out a black kit bag from beneath a cot, removed a
skull from the bag, placed it in the Petitioner’s hands and had Jayanth

record the same on video.

19.The Petitioner submits that preparations were thereafter made to
produce him before a Court for recording of his statement. Mahesh
Shetty Thimarodi and Girish Mattannavar threatened him that he
must depose before the Court exactly as instructed by Advocate
Dhananjaya and warned him that, if he failed to do so, he would be
killed and buried at the same place. They further threatened that his
wife and children would also be murdered. Thereafter, members of
Advocate Dhananjaya’s team took the Petitioner to the Court at
Beltangady. Initially, they informed him that they were proceeding
to a police station. Instead, he was taken through the Dharmasthala-
Kalleri route towards Uppinangady, where an escort vehicle arrived.
A black cloth was placed over his head, and he was made to carry
the skull allegedly brought from the residence of Mahesh Shetty
Thimarodi before being produced before the learned Judicial Officer,
Before entering the Court, Advocates Sachin Deshpande and Ojaswi
Gowda placed headphones in the Petitioner’s ears and instructed
him to state before the Court only what had been taught to him. The
said advocates insisted that they be permitted to remain present

when the Petitioner’s statement was recorded. The Court thereupon



directed the police to remove the advocates from the courtroom. The
Petitioner states that, owing to the threats administered by Mahesh
Shetty Timarodi, Girish Mattannavar and the legal team of Advocate
Dhananjaya, he proceeded to make before the Court the statement

that had been dictated to him.

20.The Petitioner submits that he was thereafter taken by the advocates
to the Beltangady Police Station, where a skull supplied by Girish
Mattannavar was handed over to PSI of Dharmasthala Police Station.
The Petitioner states that Girish Mattannavar and Mahesh Shetty
Thimarodi instructed him to state that the skull belonged to a young
woman and had been recovered by scraping the soil at Bangle
Gudda. Thereafter, the advocates took the Petitioner to Mangaluru,
accompanied by Girish Mattannavar and Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi.
At alodge in Mallikatte, Mangaluru, officers of Dharmasthala Police
Station questioned the Petitioner. Subsequently, when they were
returning towards Ujire, Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi became enraged
upon learning that the Petitioner had attempted to disclose the truth.
He was so furious that he appeared intent upon assaulting the
Petitioner, but Girish Mattannavar intervened, calmed him down

and arranged for the Petitioner to travel in a different vehicle.

21.The Petitioner submits that Girish Mattannavar thereafter
summoned the Petitioner’s son-in-law and the son of his sister-in-
law and kept them at the residence of Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi for
two days. By threatening that they would be killed there itself, Girish
Mattannavar instilled fear in the mind of the Petitioner. The
Petitioner pleaded that they be released and assured them that he
would comply with whatever was instructed. Thereupon, Girish
Mattannavar released them. Subsequently, Girish Mattannavar,
Jayanth, Sameer M.D., Ajay Anchan of Kudla Ram Page Youtube
Channel and Abhishek took the Petitioner to Madaikal Temple in

Kerala and thereafter to a resort, where they stayed for two days. At



about 8:00 p.m. one night, Girish Mattannavar telephoned actor
Prakash Raj and handed the phone to the Petitioner. It is submitted
that Prakash Raj spoke to him in Tamil and told him that he should
state before authorities whatever Girish Mattannavar had instructed
him to state and that he would come on the 29t and embrace him.
The Petitioner further states that Girish Mattannavar and Jayanth
discussed matters with other persons and spoke about the alleged
rape of several women in Kerala and the possibility of seeking the
constitution of a Special Investigation Team (SIT) by the Kerala
Government. Upon learning that the Government of Karnataka had
constituted an SIT, for which they celebrated and expressed
happiness, stating that the time has come to send Veerendra
Heggade to prison. Copy of the order appointing SIT dated
19.07.2025 is produced herewith and same is marked as
ANNEXURE-F.

22. The Petitioner submits that Girish Mattannavar thereafter brought
him back to the residence of Mahesh Shetty Timarodi. Subsequently,
the Petitioner was summoned to Mangaluru, where officers of the
Special Investigation Team (SIT) interrogated the petitioner. The
Petitioner states that during the inquiry at Kadri, Advocate
Dhananjaya telephoned and expréssed dissatisfaction that the
Petitioner was not giving statements in the manner expected.
Advocate Dhananjaya stated that if the Petitioner failed to give
proper statements on the following day, the SIT would not proceed
with the exhumation of skeletal remains. He further instructed Girish
Mattannavar to prepare to move to Dharwad. The Petitioner submits
that Girish Mattannavar thereafter trained the petitioner until
approximately 2:00 a.m. regarding the statements he was expected to
make. Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi instructed the Petitioner to identify
locations at Bangle Gudda where large trees existed and to cause the
Government to expend funds by conducting excavations there. The

Petitioner further states that Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi informed the
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petitioner that the Plan budget approximately Rs.200 crores and
promised him Rs.50 lakhs if he cooperated in ensuring that

Veerendra Heggade would be sent to prison.

23.The Petitioner submits that a learned Assistant Commissioner (AC)
observed that merely identifying bones lying on the surface of the
ground would be of no use and that it would be useful only if skeletal
remains buried beneath the ground were identified. The Petitioner
further states that on one occasion, while at the residence of Mahesh
Shetty Thimarodi, one Purandara, stated to be a relative of Soujanya,
and one Babu Gowda arrived and instructed him not to direct
excavation at the Thirteen spot, as heavy rains would have washed
away any remains there, They instructed him to indicate another

location further ahead.

24.The Petitioner submits that thereafter Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi,
Girish Mattannavar, Vittal Gowda, Jayanth, Sameer M.D., Ajay
Anchan of Kudla Ram Page, and Dinesh of D-Talks repeatedly
instructed him that whenever officers of the SIT approached him, he
should identify locations where they claimed dead bodies had been
buried. The Petitioner states that they threatened to have his wife
killed if he failed to identify such locations. Acting under fear and
coercion, the Petitioner pointed out various places to the police.
However, no dead bodies or skeletal remains were found at such
locations. Thereafter, the Petitioner was taken back to the residence
of Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi, where Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi
abused him in filthy language and accused him of identifying
incorrect locations. The Petitioner further submits that Girish
Mattannavar assaulted him by striking his head against a wall and
causing injuries. Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi knelt on the Petitioner's
back, threatened to break his bones if he did not comply, and
éxpressed anger that, despite relying upon the Petitioner, they were

unable to secure the imprisonment of the Dharmadhikari of



&2

Dharmasthala. The Petitioner further submits that caste-based

abuses were directed against him.

25.The Petitioner submits that on the following day, owing to continued
pressure and coercion to identify the locations dictated by the
aforesaid persons, he deliberately pointed out nearby locations
where no skulls or skeletal remains could be found, instead of the
places suggested to him. The Petitioner states that this enraged
Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi, who brandished a knife and threatened
to murder him with the said weapon and bury him at the same place.
The Petitioner submits that he was subjected to severe intimidation

and physical and mental harassment.

26.The Petitioner submits that, while staying at the residence of Mahesh
Shetty Thimarodi, he became unable to comply with the instructions
being forced upon him and his conscience did not permit him to give
false evidence against Dharmasthala. Believing that, if he remained
alive, harm could be caused to the Dharmadhikari of Dharmasthala
through his false testimony, the Petitioner states that he attempted to
take his own life. However, Girish Mattannavar and his associates
prevented him from doing so and assaulted him, stating that if he
died there would be no one left to give the false evidence they
required. Thereafter, the Petitioner spent the entire night reflecting
upon the situation and concluded that he was trapped and that the
persons controlling him might kill him. Accordingly, he resolved to
disclose the truth before the appropriate authorities. The Petitioner
states that he thereafter informed the SIT officers about the
conspiracy  involving Mahesh Shetty —Thimarodi, Girish
Mattannavar, Vittal Gowda, Jayanth, Ajay Anchan of Kudla
Rampage, Sameer M.D., and others against Dharmasthala.
Subsequently, the SIT officers produced the Petitioner before the

jurisdictional Court for recording of his statement.
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27.The Petitioner submits that before the learned Court he disclosed the
conspiracy hatched by the aforesaid persons against the
Dharmasthala Temple and against Shri Veerendra Heggade, and
further disclosed the manner in which he had been exploited and
misused. Thereafter, the learned Court remanded the Petitioner to
judicial custody. The Petitioner states that an FIR was registered
against him and that he was remanded to judicial custody in case was

registered as Crime No. 39/2025.

28.The Petitioner submits that thereafter the learned Court appointed a
lawyer through the District Legal Services Authority (DLSA) to
represent him. The said advocate visited the Petitioner at the Central
Prison, Shivamogga and after ascertaining the facts, filed a regular
bail application before the Court of the learned Principle District and
Sessions Judge, Dakshina Kannada, Mangaluru. The said bail
petition was registered as Criminal Miscellaneous No. 1074/2025.
The Hon'ble Principle District and Sessions Judge, Dakshina
Kannada, Mangaluru granted bail with imposed twelve conditions.
One of the conditions prohibited the Petitioner from making any
statement relating to Crime No. 39/2025 through social media,
television channels, newspapers, the press, or any other form of
media. Consequently, the Petitioner submits that he has been unable
to inform the public about the conspiracy said to have been
committed by Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi, Girish Mattannavar, Vittal
Gowda, Jayanth, Ajay Anchan of Kudla Rampage, Sameer M.D., and

others against Dharmasthala.

29.The Petitioner submits that after being released on bail on 18.12.2025
he lodged a complaint at the Dharmasthala Police Station against
Mahesh Shetty Timarodi, Girish Mattannavar, Jayanth, Vittal
Gowda, Sameer M.D., and their associates. However, the Station

House Officer of Dharmasthala Police Station did not initiate any
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legal action and merely registered the complaint as Petition No.

379/PTN/DSP/2025 vide Annexure-D.

30.The Petitioner submits that he informed the Chairman of the Special
Investigation Team about the alleged conspiracy orchestrated by the
aforesaid persons. Reposing trust and confidence in the officers of
SIT, the Petitioner disclosed all relevant facts before them. At this
point of time it is relevant to state that out of curiosity, the petitioner
asked Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi and Girish Mattannavar about their
source of income to conduct this frivolous litigation. It is further
submitted that initially, they were reluctant to discuss about the
same and even they did not inform the source. However, later on
when they realized that the petitioner would give statement against
Shree Kshethra Dharmasthala, Dr. D. Veerandra Heggade and his
family members they disclosed that their receiving funds from
Kerala and their major source of income is from one Smt. Rama
Nagaraj from Chitradurga. Subsequently, the petitioner came to
know that Girish Mattannavar and Mahesh Shetty Thimarodi are
regular contact with the said Smt. Rama Nagaraj and she used to
send funds to them so as to bring disturbance to the sanctity of Shree

Kshethra Dharmasthala.

31.The Petitioner submits that, as the SIT has not yet filed any final
report, he presently remains the sole accused person in Crime No.
39/2025. Evidencing the same, the order sheet maintained in Crime
No0.39/2025 is produced herewith and same is marked as
ANNEXURE-G. The Petitioner further submits that he belongs to a
Scheduled Caste community and comes from a socially and
economically disadvantaged background. According to the
Petitioner, Vittal Gowda, Mahesh Shetty Timarodi, Girish
Mattannavar, Jayanth, Ajay Anchan of Kudla Rampage, Sameer
M.D., and others were aware of his vulnerable circumstances and

exploited him for their own purposes. The Petitioner submit that the
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aforesaid persons misused him as part of a conspiracy directed
against Shri Veerendra Hegde, the Dharmadhikari of Dharmasthala,
and thereby caused loss to the public exchequer. The Petitioner
contends that no proper investigation has been conducted into the
role of the aforesaid persons in spite of arraying them as accused in
the preliminary report. Accordingly, the Petitioner respectfully prays
that this Hon'ble Court be pleased to issue appropriate directions to
respondent No.1 to conduct a proper investigation into the
involvement of the aforesaid persons and to take action in

accordance with law against them.

32.This gives raise to the doubtful circumstances involved in the matter.
Inspite of lapse of more than 9 months, no action is taken against
other persons in the said matter except the petitioner. Though the
issue has been transferred for investigation to Special Investigation
Team (SIT) in the year 2025 and the bail order came to be passed on
18.12.2025 1. e statutory bail. The Special Investigation Team (SIT) has
not completed its investigation and filed their final report. On
perusal of the order sheet maintained in Crime No. 39/2025 clearly
shows that the trial court has posted the matter for Awaiting final
report. In the meantime, the Special Investigation Team (SIT) filed
Preliminary Enquiry Report wherein they have shown other five
persons as a conspirators and arrayed them as accused. Though they
have named aforesaid persons as conspirators, there is no action has
been taken against them. Further, there is no separate crime case has
been registered against them for having played fraud on the court
and having caused loss to the State Exchequer through the process of
law. Non-completion of the investigation and non-taking of action
against those persons named in the preliminary enquiry report is
nothing but failure on the part of Special Investigation Team (SIT) to
discharge their statutory duties casted upon them. Due to non-
completion of the investigation, the petitioner and his family

members are made to suffer without any justification. This clearly



shows the high handed collusions in the matter, which requires to be

interfered by this Hon'ble Court. Hence, this Writ Petition.

33.The petitioner has not challenged any constitutional validity of any

state or central enactment in this Writ Petition.

34.The Petitioner has not filed any writ nor commenced any
proceedings before any court of law or authority and no proceedings
is pending before any court of law or authority in respect of the

relief's claimed in this Writ Petition on the very same cause of action.

35.Being aggrieved by the inaction on the part of the Respondent No.3
pursuant to Annexures-A to D, the petitioner has filed the instant
Writ Petition on the following grounds amongst other grounds to be

urged at the time of hearing of this Writ Petition.

GROUNDS

36.The inaction of the respondents are against to the powers conferred
to them under the provisions of K.P Act and BNS. The 3rd
Respondent is not justified in not filing the Final Report in Crime
No0.39/2025 despite the lapse of a considerable period from the date
of registration of the crime, which is nothing but arbitrary and
unreasonable as such it is just and necessary to direct the 3rd
respondent to conclude the investigation and to file final report in

accordance with law.

37. The 3 respondent is not justified in concluding the investigation
and filing the final report before the concerned court. Though it was
specifically constituted by the Respondent No.l pursuant to the
complaint lodged by the petitioner. The Accused Nos. 2 to 5 in the
present case have made hue and cry before the media for formation
of Special Investigation Team (SIT). Now when they are found to be
accused persons, they are not even coming forward in this regard. In

the instant case, the petitioner has been made as Scape goat and he is
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arrayed as sole accused in Crime No.39/2025. Though the petitioner
has named several persons who are involved in the conspiracy and
though the prima-facie materials are available against the real
culprits, the 314 respondent failed to submit final report and same has
caused serious prejudice to the petitioner. The prolonged pendency
of investigation has subjected the petitioner to uncertainty, stigma
and continuous prejudice affecting his personal liberty and
reputation, thereby infringing his fundamental rights guaranteed
under Article 21 of the Constitution of India. In that view of the
matter, the 3 respondent may be directed to conclude the

investigation to its logical end.

38. The 34 respondent has filed preliminary report before the concerned
court. On perusal of the preliminary report which itself discloses the
prima-facie materials and involvement of several other persons in
the alleged conspiracy, however, the investigating agency has failed
to take action against those accused persons as well as to conclude
the investigation and place the materials before the jurisdictional
Court as such it is just and necessary to direct the 314 respondent to
conclude the investigation and to file final report in accordance with

law.

39. Though the petitioner has fully cooperated with the investigation
and disclosed that he was coerced and threatened by the conspirators
to give false evidence before the jurisdictional Court, the 3w
respondent failed to appreciate the same and thereby failed to take
the investigation to its logical conclusion and file an appropriate
report under Section 193 of the Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita,
2023. Further, the continued pendency of investigation without filing
Final Report creates a reasonable apprehension that the matter is
being deliberately prolonged, thereby frustrating a fair, impartial
and effective investigation solely to favour the other 5 accused

persons named in the preliminary report. Such inaction is contrary



to the settled principles of law as such itisjust and necessary to direct
the 3 respondent to conclude the investigation and final report in
accordance with law. ‘

40.The 3t respondent failed to appreciate the fact that the investigation
must be conducted and concluded within a reasonable time and the
investigating agency cannot keep a criminal case pending endlessly,
particularly when the materials discloses an opinion of the
conspiracy committed by the several persons. Further, the petitioner
has also lodged a detailed complaint dated 18,12.2025 disclosing the
alleged conspiracy, coercion, threats and other offences committed
by various persons. However, no effective action has been taken on
the said complaint. The failure to consider the complaint and
simultaneously the failure to file the Final Report in Crime
No0.39/2025 demonstrate complete inaction on the part of the
authorities as such it is just and necessary to direct the 34 respondent

to conclude the investigation and final report in accordance with law.

41.Viewed from any angle inaction on the part of Respondents in not
taking any action pursuant to Annexures-A to D, is bad in law and
the same requires interference by this Hon'ble Court by issuing

appropriate direction in the matter.

PRAYER

WHEREFORE, the petitioner respectfully pray that this Hon’ble court
may be pleased to:-

a) Issue a writ of writ of mandamus directing the Respondents

No.3 to file a final report in Crime No0.39/2025 Dharmasthala

Police Station to take action against the conspirators named in

the Preliminary Enquiry repbrt and Respondent No.4 to

consider the complaint dated 18.12.2025 in accordance with

law vide Annexure-A to D.
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b)  Issue a writ of writ of mandamus, directing the Respondent
No.3 to complete the investigation expeditiously and submit

the final report before the Court at Belthangady at the earliest.

c)  Issue any other writ, order or direction as this Hon'ble Court
deems fit and proper relief’s as this Hon'ble court deems fit

and proper under the circumstances of this case;
